Notice of Guangzhou Tianhe District on Issuing the Implementation Measures for Deepening Support for the High-quality Development of Innovation and Entrepreneurship of Hong Kong and Macao Youths

All agencies directly under the district, 

The Implementation Measures for Deepening Support for the High-quality Development of Innovation and Entrepreneurship of Hong Kong and Macao Youths have been approved by the district party committee and the district government and are hereby issued to you for implementation. Problems encountered in the implementation shall be directly reported to relevant managing departments.

Article 1 To fully implement the Outline Development Plan for the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area, further support the whole process of the integration of Hong Kong and Macao youths into the strategic fulcrum of the construction of a new development pattern in the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area, a demonstration site for high-quality development, and a pilot site for Chinese modernization, facilitate Hong Kong and Macao youths to innovate and start businesses in Tianhe District, and achieve high-quality development, these Measures are hereby formulated in light of reality in the district. 
Article 2 The Hong Kong and Macao youths mentioned in the Measures refer to residents of Hong Kong and Macao Special Administrative Regions who are under 45 years old and Chinese nationals.

The Hong Kong and Macao youth projects mentioned in the Measures include Hong Kong and Macao youth entrepreneurial teams and youth enterprises. To be specific, Hong Kong and Macao youth entrepreneurial teams refer to those with a ratio of 30% or more of Hong Kong and Macao youths; Hong Kong and Macao youth enterprises refer to those with Hong Kong and Macao youths as main founders and whose actual shareholding ratio of Hong Kong and Macao youths reaches 25% or the ratio of Hong Kong and Macao youth employees reaches 30%. 

The innovation and entrepreneurship incubation carriers mentioned in the Measures refer to venues, such as maker spaces, incubators, accelerators, industrial parks, and startup incubation bases, established through government investment, social resources, or various types of investment. 

The ones that the Measures apply to should support the peaceful reunification of the motherland, uphold the “one country, two systems” principle, have no criminal records, and have not been identified as entities that have carried out acts of bad faith. 

Article 3 The construction of carriers. Innovation and entrepreneurship incubation carriers that are located within the administrative area of Tianhe District and have been awarded honorary titles related to Hong Kong and Macao youth innovation and entrepreneurship by the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region Government and the Macao Special Administrative Region Government shall be given a one-time support fund of 300,000 yuan. Innovation and entrepreneurship incubation carriers that are located within the administrative area of Tianhe District and have been recognized as national, provincial, and municipal innovation and entrepreneurship incubation carriers for Hong Kong and Macao youths by the Party Committee, the government, or its united front department, Taiwan, Hong Kong, and Macao affairs department, science and technology department, or human resources and social security department shall be given a one-time support fund of 800,000 yuan, 300,000 yuan, and 200,000 yuan respectively. Carriers shall only receive support of the same level once and receive multiple supports of different levels. 

Article 4 Platform services. A maximum of 1 million yuan of annual budget shall be allocated to support the construction of Tianhe District Innovation and Entrepreneurship Service Center for Hong Kong and Macao Youths (Tianhe Hong Kong and Macao Youth Association) so as to provide one-on-one and comprehensive services to answers to their demands such as setting up and putting businesses into operation, entrepreneurial guidance, investment and finance matchmaking, venue rental, license application, talent recruitment, policy interpretation, legal aid, talent apartment, children’s admission to schools, and business exchanges. The panel for supporting innovation and entrepreneurship of Hong Kong and Macao youths in Tianhe District shall coordinate with relevant departments and subdistricts to provide services and support for Hong Kong and Macao youths’ entrepreneurial development and other demands. 

Article 5 Support for enterprises. Support and development incentives that shall be provided to eligible Hong Kong and Macao youth enterprises within the administrative area of Tianhe District are as follows:

5.1 Settlement subsidy. Hong Kong and Macao youth enterprises that have won awards in the Hong Kong and Macao group of Guangzhou THero Global Startup Competition and have been legally registered in Tianhe District shall be given a one-time support fund of 100,000 yuan as a settlement reward. The maximum number of enterprises to be provided with this reward each year shall not exceed 10.

5.2 Rent subsidy. Hong Kong and Macao youth enterprises that have been legally registered and operated in Tianhe District for one year shall be given a rent subsidy of 50% of the total venue rent incurred during the period of their settlement in the innovation and entrepreneurship incubation carriers for Hong Kong and Macao youths in the administrative area of Tianhe District. Each enterprise shall receive a rent subsidy of not more than 50,000 yuan each year and for not more than three years. 

5.3 High-quality development bonus. To encourage high-quality development of Hong Kong and Macao youth enterprises, extra bonus will be given to those enterprises according to the following standards in addition to the pertinent supporting policies already in place in Tianhe District: Hong Kong and Macao youth enterprises that have completed the phased goals of upgrading from micro and small enterprises to enterprises above designated size, transforming enterprises above designated size into common-law corporations, and going public shall be given a one-time bonus of 100,000 yuan, 200,000 yuan, and 500,000 yuan respectively. Hong Kong and Macao youth enterprises that have been selected and recognized by the Guangzhou “Unicorn” innovative enterprise list shall be given a one-time bonus of 100,000 yuan. Hong Kong and Macao youth enterprises that have been recognized as the provincial “SRDI (Specialized, Refined, Differential, and Innovational)” small and medium-sized enterprises or national high-tech enterprises shall be given a one-time bonus of 200,000 yuan. Hong Kong and Macao youth enterprises that have been recognized as the national SRDI“Little Giant” enterprises, the pilot enterprises of the Ministry of Industry and Information Technology, or Guangdong Province’s manufacturing champion enterprises that specialize in certain products shall be given a one-time bonus of 500,000 yuan. 

Article 6 Offshore incubation. The Offshore Incubation Service Center of Tianhe Hong Kong and Macao Youth Association will be set up in Hong Kong and shall receive funding of up to 1 million yuan per year as support for promoting the policies and business environment of Tianhe District’s high-quality development, connecting government departments, innovation and entrepreneurship incubation carriers, universities, scientific research institutes, entrepreneurial funds, and other resources in Tianhe District, Hong Kong, and Macao, and providing one-stop services for Hong Kong and Macao youths who intend to innovate and start businesses in Tianhe. The Center will also strengthen cooperation with domestic and foreign enterprises, social groups, social institutions, and other economic organizations, organize and plan investment promotion activities for Hong Kong and Macao youth enterprises, and guide them to invest and start businesses in Tianhe District. It will encourage youth enterprises and young people from Hong Kong and Macao to actively respond to national major strategies such as collaboration between eastern and western regions and rural revitalization and support Tianhe in providing paired assistance to designated areas. 

Article 7 Communication and integration. Funding of up to 800,000 yuan per year shall be allocated to support the construction of Hong Kong and Macao communities, support the establishment of branches in the Tianhe administrative area of social organizations or professional institutions from Hong Kong and Macao, help Hong Kong and Macao youths create their circles of friends and life, and realize the integration of “entrepreneurship + life”. Funding of up to 1 million yuan per year shall be arranged to support large-scale Guangdong, Hong Kong, and Macao youth exchange activities in Tianhe District, Hong Kong and Macao youth enterprise product exhibitions, large-scale events in Hong Kong and Macao to showcase and promote Tianhe’s business environment and economic development, and large-scale events jointly organized by Tianhe, Hong Kong, and Macao. Domestic and foreign enterprises, social organizations, professional institutions, and agencies stationed by the Hong Kong and Macao SAR governments that host or undertake the above activities shall be subsidized with the activity fund. 

Article 8 Special support. Third-party service agencies (except government procurement service agencies) that have settled in the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area (Guangdong) Innovation and Entrepreneurship Incubation Base and Tianhe Hong Kong and Macao Youth Association Headquarter Base (hereinafter referred to as the Base) shall receive a reward of 10,000 yuan for every Hong Kong and Macao youth enterprise that has successfully registered at the Base on their recommendation and operated for one year. The maximum amount of reward for one service agency shall not exceed 100,000 yuan per year. An internship subsidy of 3,000 yuan per person per month will be granted to Hong Kong and Macao youths who are studying in universities and have taken up internships in enterprises settled at the Base. The internship subsidy will not be granted for more than six months. Hong Kong and Macao youths who have been employed in enterprises settled at the Base for one year and qualify for renting a talent apartment in Tianhe District but have not lived in one can receive a housing subsidy of 1,500 yuan per person per month during their working period. The housing subsidy will not be granted for more than 2 years. Hong Kong and Macao youths who have been employed in the companies in the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area (Guangdong) Innovation and Entrepreneurship Incubation Base for one year can receive a transportation subsidy of 3,000 yuan per person per year during their working period. The transportation subsidy will not be granted for more than 2 years with not more than 5 individuals from one enterprise applying. Hong Kong and Macao youths who have worked in the companies in the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area (Guangdong) Innovation and Entrepreneurship Incubation Base for one year, have obtained a practicing certificate from Hong Kong or Macao, and are still employed will be given a one-time employment subsidy of 50,000 yuan. Each individual is eligible to apply for the employment subsidy only once. 

Article 9 In the event that one project or matter meets the conditions of these Measures and the conditions of other support policies already in place in Tianhe District, the higher-level support among the same category of financial supports and matters shall be given and given only once, unless otherwise specified. Tax expenditures generated by the support funds received shall be borne by enterprises, institutions, and individuals themselves. 

Article 10 The recipients of support indicated in these Measures shall comply with national laws and regulations, operate legally, and sign the relevant statements of undertaking. In the event of violations of statements of undertaking by the support recipients, the support funds received should be returned.

Article 11 These Measures apply to Taiwan youths who innovate and start businesses in Tianhe District. 

Article 12 The numeral phrases with qualifiers “above”, “below”, “maximum”, “not exceeding”, “not more than”, etc. in these Measures all include the numbers themselves, and the currency unit involved is RMB. 

Article 13 These Measures shall be effective from September 8, 2023, and shall be valid for 3 years. If the relevant support funds that should be paid have not been fully paid upon the expiration of these Measures, funds shall be paid until all are settled.
